City Manager, Wayne Pyle, discussed proposed Resolution No. 15-144 that would ratify
his appointment of Nichole Camac as the City Recorder. Mr. Pyle introduced Ms. Camac
to members of the City Council.

RESOLUTION NO. 15-145, APPROVE INTERLOCAL COOPERATION
AGREEMENT WITH SALT LAKE COUNTY FOR THE DISTRIBUTION OF
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CORRIDOR PRESERVATION FUNDS FROM SALT LAKE COUNTY TO
WEST VALLEY CITY

Public Works Director, Russell Willardson, discussed proposed Resolution No. 15-145
that would approve an Interlocal Cooperation Agreement with Salt Lake County for the
distribution of Corridor Preservation Funds from Salt Lake County to West Valley City.

He stated that on October 2, 2014, the Salt Lake County Council of Governments (COQG)
approved expenditure of Corridor Preservation Funds to West Valley City. These funds
were to be used for acquisition of portions of two parcels owned by Property Reserve,
Inc. (fka Deseret Title Holding Corporation) as right-of-way for the 6200 South
Extension Project. Documents had been signed by Property Reserve, Inc. on April 24,
2015. The right-of-way contracts and quit-claim deeds had been approved by the Council
on May 12, 2015 under Resolution Nos. 15-77 and 15-78. The State Legislature recently
approved legislation moving the responsibility for distribution of Corridor Preservation
Funds from UDOT (Utah Department of Transportation) to the counties. Salt Lake
County had determined an interlocal cooperation agreement would be necessary before
the funds could be distributed.

Mr. Willardson further reviewed and discussed the proposed Resolution and answered
questions from members of the City Council.

Upon discussion, Councilmember Rushton suggested that a member of COG (Council of
Governments) should replace him in his position on the State Public Works Board.
